As these last days of Advent fold into Christmas, bear
in mind that the Christmas Season goes all the way through
to The Baptism of the Lord on Sunday, January 13. The
Church calls the first eight days of Christmas the Octave of
Christmas. Christmas (and Easter Sunday) is so big that
the Octave is like one giant day in which all the days in the
Octave are like little Christmases. For example, the
weekday Masses within the Octave have an expanded
Eucharistic prayer and a sung Gloria.
